Clerk of Course Spectator Guide.
After 3 years of running the trial backwards as we say, the 2013 Scott reverts to its more traditional way round (Surrender before the Grouse Moor)
We are often asked on the start field “where are the best places to go?”  “how do I see more of the trial?” Unfortunately on the morning of the trial we do not have time to answer these questions, so here are a few options spectators may find useful.

Route 1

Leave start field by 9.20am & head to Reels Head (no Underbanks this year) park in the designated field, the section is a short walk west of the Car Park; this section is a good early mark taker. Stay here and watch all the top riders through. Next stop is By Pass (follow one way system), always excitement here to see who is first off the Grouse Moor, 3 good Beck sections. Stay here for about an hour, then head back towards Reeth, you can go to either Sleeper Stones or back to Reels Head. Watch most of the survivors through. If you want to see first man back on the field only stay for approx 30mins.
Route 2

Watch all riders away from start field, and then head to Surrender turning left in Reeth and following the one way system. Watch here for about 45 mins then head to Tank Trap (good parking area near to section) again watch here for about 45 mins. Travel towards CB inn and after passing take right to Barnard Castle, Bridge End is on side of road well worth a visit this year. Watch here for an hour, then head back to start via A66 to see first man back.
Route 3

Start at Rawcroft on Arkengarthdale road, watch majority of entry through then move on to Whaw Bridge. Watch here for just over an hour then head back towards start stopping at Reels head (park in field provided) 2 good sections here. See all riders through as you won’t be able to get back to the finish to see first men back.
Route 4 (lazy Day)

Start at Reels Head or Rawcroft, watch most of entry through, then have lunch either in Reeth or at the CB, make sure you’re on your way again by 1.00pm. Next stop Bridge End or Shaw Gutter, watch for an hour or so then make your way back to the finish via the A66 to see first men back, alternatively watch last section at Clapgate.

Please make sure you drive and park sensibly, we are the guests of the local community and the future of the Scott depends on a lot of goodwill.
